Magni-CCata Commands

This document contains commands and instructions relevant to the magnification features of Magni-CCata.  These commands are in addition to the information contained in the Toccata manual regarding the Notation editor.  All references in the Toccata manual related to Braille should be disregarded. 

Magni-CCata provides two magnification formats.  The first is a magnified view of the operation of the Notation editor. The bottom half of the screen shows an enlargement of the music, command buttons and menus.  The centre of this magnified view represents the current mouse pointer position and is indicated by a cross.
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The second format is playback tracking.  When playback is selected, a magnified view of the music is scrolled across the bottom of the screen.  The currently playing note is always shown at a fixed position on the screen and is indicated by a vertical bar.
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Size and tempo may be varied during playback.

Magnification settings
The magnification settings are set from the Magnification Options dialogue. This is selected from the Options menu or by pressing F4.
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Check Boxes

Magnify
Turns magnification On/Off.

Invert

Inverts the colours in the magnified view.

Two Staves
Allows two staves to be tracked during playback – keyboard music.

Magnification Slider.
Sets the magnification size. (The size of the magnified view will also depend on the size set for the music in the notation editor).

Tracking Bar Colour
Sets the colour of the tracking bar during playback and the colour of the crosshairs that indicate the mouse pointer position.

Keyboard commands can also be used for some of these settings.

M
Turns magnification on and off

I
Turns invert on and off. Click on the magnified view box before pressing I.

1 to 9
Sets the magnification size. Click on the magnified view box before typing number.

Right clicking on the magnified view will change its width to half the screen width. A second right click or a change in magnification size will return the width to full screen width.

During playback the width of the tracking bar may be varied.  This may be required to make sure that the magnified note fits within the tracking bar.  The Left and Right arrow keys are used to vary the width of the tracking bar.

The tempo can be varied during playback by pressing the Page Down to reduce the tempo by 20% for each press.  Pressing Page Up will increase the tempo.  The tempo change will not take effect until a new bar is begun. Pressing the Home key will return the tempo to its original setting.
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Playback is started by pressing the Play button or CTRL O on the keyboard. Playback will begin at the currently select stave and bar.  To select the stave for playback, click on the stave in the notation editor.  The starting bar can be set by pressing CTRL N on the keyboard and typing the bar number.

If the ‘Two Stave’ option is set, the currently selected stave and the stave immediately below it will be tracked.

If audio playback is not required, click the MIDI button located above the Play button.  The button will turn red and no sound will be heard during playback.

If there is more than one stave or voice in the music, all staves may be heard during playback by checking the ‘Combine Staves’ option in the MIDI Menu.  Individual staves can be turned off by setting the MIDI Channel for that stave to ‘OFF’ in the Stave Options dialogue, (F2).
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
